Guests staying at the Hong Kong Disneyland Hotel or Disney’s Hollywood Hotel are welcome to purchase the Annual Pass at the hotel front desks on the day of check-in or on the day of visiting the Park.
The Annual Pass will be personalized with the name of the guest printed on the back of the ticket, and guests will be required to present valid personal identification at the time of purchase and upon entry to Hong Kong Disneyland 
for verification.
